Leadership Institute (ELI) of ECO.  He is the author of two books, Is Caesar 
Our Savior? and Driven: The Four Temptations of Every Leader.  He cur-
rently serves as a member of the board of the Oklahoma Christian School 
and was previously a member of the Kansas Human Rights Commission.
